If one of us is speaking English while the rest of us speak only
French, we won’t understand each other. In the same way, we
each have different love languages. Not everyone expresses and
receives love the same way. We are going to have a fun family
time together as we discover each other’s love languages and
learn how to “speak one another’s language.”

Parents, be sure to complete the profile for yourself if you
haven’t already done so. This will be a great time for everyone
in your home to discover and meet each other’s needs-
including your children.
